Sophomores and Juniors will be taking the Literature Keystone in May while all underclassmen currently taking Biology or Algebra I or Algebra I B will also be taking the end-of- year exams.

Underclassmen who did NOT pass either exam should be remediating low scoring areas to prepare for the fall re-test.   Remediation can be done before school, during study hall after school and at home via available computer software or by working directly with the regularly scheduled Math teacher.  Students who have not passed a Keystone Exam two times may be scheduled in a Performance Based Assessment with a highly qualified teacher.
