Junior Physicals

Students entering the 11th grade in 2017/18 are required by the PA Department of Health to have a physical examination and submit the completed form to the school.  Physicals for sports and drivers’ permits may be used to also fulfill this requirement. Please return the completed form to Mrs. Martin, CHS School Nurse by October 31st, 2017.
IMPORTANT NOTICE FOR 11TH GRADERS:

The PA Department of Health has recently changed the school immunization requirements for students entering 12th grade on August 24, 2017.   Effective the first day of school, 12th graders are required to have a second dose of the meningococcal conjugate vaccine (MCV), which is often called Menactra. The vaccine requirement must be met on the first day of school or your child will not be permitted to attend school until it is administered.   Vaccines are not given during the physicals that are arranged by the athletic dept for sports.  Please discuss your child’s vaccines with your child’s doctor.  Parents will also receive a notice from the school nurse, if your child needs a vaccine prior to the first day of school on August 24, 2017.   The updated vaccine record is due to the school nurse no later than May 31, 2017 .  If you have questions, contact Mrs. Martin at 793-7334.
